Scripture
Read Luke 19:1-10

Since only the tax collectors knew the rate required by Rome, they
could inflate the rate and keep the difference. Though a Jew,
Zacchaeus would have been hated as a traitor who got rich at his
people’s expense. For Jesus to go to his house was improper in the
eyes of their fellow Jews.

If you had been Zacchaeus when Jesus stopped under his tree and
told him to come down immediately, how would you have felt?
Beyond showing love to Zacchaeus, what was Jesus saying to
those watching through his actions?

Steve said we go through this process in our faith in relation to
Jesus: Unconcerned - Curious = Convinced = Contagious.
Discuss how Zacchaeus followed this pattern in his life. Talk about
how you have gone or are going through this process in your life.
